Think Big! Set Goals, 
Good Advice for All 

In his commencement address, Eugene Miller told 
the 1962 Tech graduates that, "In the business 
world there are two basic ways to get ahead. One 
is to do superlative work on the job you have, the 
other way is to take on additional responsibilities. 
Think big! Set big goals, but chew off your goal in 
small bites." After giving a couple of parables to 
illustrate these points, he said, "Wha4 you really 
want to do in life it seems to me is to take cal­
culated risks. You'll find that most of the time 
when you do something rather than not do it, you 
have come out ahead. But even if you fail, remem­
ber it is better to have tried and failed than not to 

"have tried at all." 

This is good advice and is just as timely for 
undergraduates as it is for graduates. The intent 
of this article is to encourage every student at 
Tech to put this advice into practice in a cal­
culated undertaking to broaden his horizon of 
experience by 1 ) Doing an even better job in his 
academic pursuits, and by 2) Taking on addi­
tional responsibilities. 

The many campus student organizations and 
activities available to students offer innumerable 
opportunities and outlets for satisfying personal 
experience, creative endeavor and organizational 
initiative. Avenues for developing and channeling 
leadership abilities are open and available to all 
who are willing and able. The big dividends of ex­
perience are best realized when one willingly 
applies himself via a sizeable investment of time 
and energy. 

The Georgia Tech Student Government structure 
provides for and encourages unlimited student 
participation. One need not have been elected to 
the Student Council to take an active part in the 
workings and activities of that group. Membership 
on the some 20 standing and special committees is 
not restricted to elected Council members—anyone 
may apply for committee membership. It has been 
encouraging to note, that even though there has 
been no publicity this summer concerning the avail­
ability of Student Council committee applications, 
several students have been by to inquire about ap­
plying for Student Council committee assignments.

Co-op Club Offers Clarification; 
European Indicates Preference 

The Editors: 

In last week's Technique a let­
ter to the editors implied that the 
Co-op Club was wrongly heaping 
injustices on the first quarter 
freshmen. It seems that it has 
become necessary to clarify the 
Co-op Club's position concerning 
the freshmen. 

During the last two summers, 
the Co-op Club has attempted to 
adapt an effective "Rat" program 
to the policies set down by the 
Hill, and to a certain extent to the 
desires of the student body. I be­
lieve we have made a certain 
amount of progress toward an ef­
fective program through our 
limited experience with the fresh­
men, but it has become increas­
ingly difficult to carry out an ac­
ceptable program because of the 
inconsistant ideas of the adminis­
tration, the faculty, and the stu­
dent body concerning the proper 
"Rat" treatment. This inconsist­
ency of ideas has always caused 
non-conformity and rebellion 
among the freshmen which forces 
us to use out-dated methods to 
encourage the "Rats" to follow 
the present "Rat" rules. 

In order to achieve an ade­
quate "Rat" program, it is 
necessary that al lthe school 
factions consolidate their opin­
ions and agree on a single 
policy concerning the "Rats." 
Although this compromise can­
not be an ideal solution for ev­
erybody, the universal support 

of a single such policy will al­
low us "to welcome the fresh­
men as responsible adults" in a 
more effective manner than the 
present situation affords us. 

May I suggest that represent­
atives of the Co-op Club, Ram­
bling Reck Club, Student Coun­
cil, the faculty, the administra­
tion, and any other interested 
groups have a meeting during the 
next winter quarter to solve this 
problem. .

The United States is the greatest industrial and 

agricultural giant that the world has ever seen.

Millions of tons of 
surplus foodstuffs glut government storage facili­
ties. A land that is generous, and the energy of the 
American people, combined to produce this mighty 
cornucopia. 

Americans are also great producers of another 
sort. In no other country will you find a plethora 
of national and regional complexes . . . i t also 
nurtures them very very carefully. The people of 
this country are so riddled with these mental mias­
mata that it is not considered extraordinary that 
there should be psychiatrists for neurotic dogs.
